Dear Parent or Guardian:

We are writing to let you know about an exciting research opportunity that is taking place between the Norton Space and Aeronautics
Academy and Dr. Cixin Wang at the University of California, Riverside. We have been studying bullying in schools during the past
several years. This year we are working with your school district to assess bullying and school climate. You are invited to allow your
child to participate in a research study; Target Bullying: Ecologically- Based Prevention and Intervention for Schools. The following
information is provided in order to help you make an informed decision about whether or not to allow your child to participate. If you
have any questions please do not hesitate to ask.

Your child is eligible to participate in this study because he/she is a student in the Norton Space and Aeronautics Academy. The
research project will take place at your child’s school during school hours. The purpose of this study is to investigate social behavior
and school experiences among school-aged students. The information obtained in this study will be used to guide bullying prevention
and intervention efforts and promote positive school climate at your child’s school.

This study will take approximately 45 minutes of your child’s time. He/she will be asked to complete several questionnaires
concerning his or her experiences at school (e.g., bullying), perception of school climate, social goals and values. While his/her
responses will be kept confidential, he/she will be asked to provide basic demographic information including gender, age, grade,
school, teacher’s name, race and an estimate of his/her grades (i.e. “mostly A’s,” “A’s and B’s,” “mostly B’s,” etc). The
questionnaires will be administered in November 2014 and May 2015.

Your child may experience mild discomfort when completing the questionnaires (for example, questions asking them to describe any
aggression they may have personally experienced). Your child will be reminded that they can skip any questions. Your child’s teacher
and research assistants have been trained to monitor students’ reactions to these questionnaires and will be ready to intervene if they
see any student getting bothered by the questions. Your child will also be reminded to talk to the school counselor or school
psychologist if he/she is bothered by the questions. As a result of participating in this research, it is possible your child will learn new
coping skills for dealing with school aggression.

No identifying information for your child will be collected in the student survey. The information obtained in this study may be
published in scientific journals or presented at scientific meetings, but no identifying information will be used. Survey records will be
kept for seven years in a locked file cabinet in the principal investigator’s office at the University of California.

You are free to decide not to enroll your child in this study. You are free to withdraw your child at any time without adversely
affecting his or your relationship with the investigators, the University of California, or with your child’s school. Your decision will
not result in any loss of benefits to which your child is otherwise entitled.
